INTERIM PROCESS
UPDATE

On February 12, 2012 we met with mem-
bers of the congregation in two sessions to
discuss the history of the congregation, fo-

cusing on key events and the tenures of previous pastors. You should have received
an email copy of the summary of those conversations; paper copies of those sum-
maries have been on the side table in the back of the church.

We are now in the midst of the visioning process: meeting with groups of 10 people
at a time, listening to your responses to three key questions:

1) What has been positive for you here for you at Beautiful Savior (and you
would like to see continue as part of its ministry);

2) What has not been so positive for you (and you would like to see changed);

3) What are your dreams for Beautiful Savior over the next 5-10 years
(what would you be proud to say about the ministry of the church in the
future?).

If you have not already signed up to be a part of one of these discussions, we’d
strongly encourage you to do so. This is an opportunity for your thoughts, experi-
ences and dreams to be heard and incorporated into the information that will shape
the future ministry of Beautiful Savior.

The results of these conversations will be compiled and sent to you by mid-May.
They will be reviewed by the church council at its mid-May retreat as it looks to
provide leadership for the congregation into the future.

Both the summary of the history sessions and the visioning conversations will be
shared with the call committee when it is formed by early summer.  It will also be
sent to the bishop who will share it with pastoral candidates he believes will be a
potential good ‘fit’ for leading the congregation into the future.

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SPRING BLESSINGS

Ode to Tulips
There – in the midst of the icy, dirty, snow….what is that?

It looks, oh, sort of tannish-green and is poking up rather proudly
through that dirty slush.

Ah, it’s the hope of spring – the harbinger of warmth in the land.
It’s a tulip!

I do love tulips – they are the fulfillment of a spring that
is promised to us while we often times wait through a long win-
ter. The anticipation is not so marked here in Tucson because
we are blessed to have flowers in our yards all winter long. Nev-
ertheless, when the pots of tulips start to appear in the grocery
stores I know that spring is here.

I did a little Web search to see if tulips were mentioned
in the Bible. A commentary states “Song of Solomon 2:12 men-
tions a Rose of Sharon plant that flowers when the turtle dove is
heard in the land. This must be a spring blooming plant. Bota-
nists believe the native tulip is the species mentioned.” I don’t
know about turtle doves, but we do have doves here and they do
coo when nesting in the spring.

No matter where I have lived in the United States tulips
{the word tulip comes from the word “turban” – so named be-

cause of the shape of the flower} have been
the first flower of spring – well, sometimes
the crocus  bloom first. In Alaska people are
not the only ones who love the sight of tulips
– the moose do to. You cannot imagine the
“horror” of seeing a moose standing in your
front yard EATING your tulips! We did learn
a trick to discourage the moose – Irish Spring
soap poked into a small dowel which is then
poked into the garden all around the perim-
eter. Moose hate Irish Spring soap. In Chi-
cago I worked in a building that had a beauti-
ful, large courtyard. Every fall the gardeners
would come and plant hundreds of bulbs in
perfect concentric circles. In the spring the
garden was aglow in a flowing symmetry of
several shades of tulips. But, when tulip sea-
son was over those same gardeners came and
dug up all the tulip bulbs and would have
tossed them out if all the employees had not

rushed out to gather them up to replant in their own yards.
We were told it was cheaper to dig them out than it was to
trim them all back and plant other summer flowers around
them. As a child in Minnesota I always wanted to be the
first one to spot the tip of a tulip coming up on the south
side of the house. In Tucson I have carefully tended tulips
planted in the ground just for the joy of seeing them bob-
bing in the garden.

To me a tulip is a resurrection flower. It grows,
blooms, and dies – but in the spring there it is again. Spring
is a time of resurrection – the Easter season is a time of
resurrection – we are resurrected in body and spirit alive
and blessed.
